ADRIAN – Edward George Stepansky Sr., age 95, passed away peacefully on
October 18, 2013 in Adrian, MI. 

 Ed was born March 31, 1918 in Adrian, MI to George and Rose (Novesky)
Stepansky. He graduated from St. Joseph High School. During World War II
he served his country as a Warrant Officer J.G. at the Pentagon in
Washington, D.C. from 1941-1945. 

 Upon returning from Washington he went into business with his father, George
at the North End Tavern. In the 1960’s it was decided to remodel and rename
the bar and restaurant Mr. Ed’s famous for steaks. The business remained in
the Stepansky family for 55 years. Ed served as the Athletic Director for
Adrian Catholic Central from the late 50’s to the early 60’s. He was a faithful
member of St. Mary of Good Counsel Church. 

 He married Mary Elizabeth Garno on February 15, 1941. They enjoyed 44
years of marriage until her passing in 1985. Ed married Bobbie Smith on
January 18, 1991. He is survived by his children, Susan (Bill) Burkert, Edward
‘Ge’ (Joyce) Stepansky and Linda (Steve) Sack all of Adrian; grandchildren,
Mary (Chad) Campbell, Patti (Gilbert) Gallardo, Marne (David) Davies, Mark
(Trina) Stepansky, Kris (John) Dudas, John (Loretta) Stepansky, and Michael
Burkert and several great grandchildren. Also surviving are step-daughters, G.
