Noel Alan Gibbs, age 73, of
Jasper, Michigan passed away at his home on April 5, 2024. 

 Noel was born on April 24, 1950 in Midland, Michigan, the third of F. Jack and
Elsie (Witt) Gibbs’ four children. 

 He attended Midland High School and graduated with the Class of 1968. After
high school Noel went on to earn his bachelor’s in economics from Michigan
State University in 1972. When college was completed, Noel fulfilled his
obligation with the United States Marine Corps Reserve. 

 Farming was in Noel’s blood from the beginning and in 1977, Noel and his
brother, Dennis, took over the family business of Witt Seed Farms, which was
originally started by their grandfather, Felix Witt. It was the first certified seed
business in Michigan, established in 1916. 
When Noel wasn’t busy farming, he enjoyed reading paperback novels and he
has read hundreds over the years. 

 Noel is survived by his brother and best friend, Dennis Gibbs; and two
nephews. He was preceded in death by his parents; and siblings, Greg and
Nancy.
